On Saturday June 14th 2008, we will be hosting the 2nd annual Alex Corrance Charity Ball Hockey Tournament at Canlan Ice Sports in Oakville.  If you are unaware of why the charity was established, Alex was a 17 year old AAA hockey player who suddenly collapsed during a game on December 26th 2006.  The cause of death was determined to be a heart rhythm abnormality.  Last year, a ball hockey tournament consisting of 16 teams was created in his memory, a sport he dearly loved to play.  Our goal last year was to raise $6,000 the cost of 2 AED (automatic external defibrillator) machines.  We ended up raising $11,000.  With that money, 2 defibrillators were purchased, one donated to Joshua Creek Arena and the other to Minor Oaks Hockey Association. A non-profit organization has been set up in Alex’s name and the balance has been donated to support medical research, education and awareness.  


This year’s event has grown.  Due to time restrictions, we have registered 24 teams, 8 more than last year.  With your support, our goal is to raise $20,000.  We would like to extend an invitation to your family and friends to participate in this year’s event.  The games start at 10:00 A.M. so bring your lawn chair and picnic tables. There will be $1 hotdogs, $1.50 hamburgers, prize raffles, hardest shot competition, past, present and future NHL stars in attendance and much more.  All proceeds raised go directly to the Alex Corrance Memorial Fund.
